I'm supportive of
this idea as I think it will be good for the youth and will likely fit their schedules
better. Karah has been having between 8 —14 youth on Sundays. They’re also
meeting on Wednesday evenings at 6:00 PM.

So we’re delighted to
welcome Karah as our new youth leader, and may God bless her endeavors, and show her the
fruit of her labors, for the glory of God’s kingdom!
